Handling Overseas Travel by Tohoku University Students

1. Assessing Advisability of Travel to Locations with level 2 or Higher for Infectious Disease

Risk

Please assess the advisability of student overseas travel based on the below criteria.

(1) The student must have a high level of information on the danger of infection,
understand the risks in the destination country/region (hereafter, "destination"), and
strongly desire to travel there.

(2) The student's academic advisor or supervisor must deem the overseas activities to be
necessary to the student's study/research plan at Tohoku University and give consent.

(3) Students with chronic illnesses or preexisting conditions must receive permission from
their physicians as needed.

(4) The student must receive permission from their parent/guardian to travel abroad.

(5) The student must meet all conditions regarding COVID-19 vaccination required by the
destination and the host university/institution (hereafter, "host").

(6) The student must enroll in overseas travel insurance before their departure from
Japan.

("7) If the student is part of a study abroad program, the host must have granted the
student permission to enroll and be able to reliably provide in-person or online classes.
In addition, the student is responsible for confirming that infection prevention measures
are being implemented by the host and that the host will offer the student support in
the event of an emergency.

(8) Before leaving, the student must be able to arrange housing at the destination and
inform the university about it.

(9) The destination must have a reliable medical system.

(10) It must be possible to travel to the destination; i.e., the destination must be accepting
travelers from Japan and issuing the necessary visas without immigration restrictions.
Furthermore, the student must be able to meet any conditions or restrictions required
to enter the destination.

(11) The student agrees to cancel their activities and prepare to return to Japan
immediately if directed to do so by Tohoku University.

(12) The student agrees to bear any costs beyond what would normally be required and
any costs related to changing their plans or canceling their overseas activities.

(13) The student's faculty/graduate school must have a system in place to communicate
with and assist the student throughout their overseas activities.

(14) The student agrees to abide by any conditions or directions related to their overseas
activities additionally stipulated by their faculty/graduate school and/or overseas
program.

Changes to Student Enrollment Status

Regardless of the infectious disease risk level, if it is necessary to change the student's
enrollment status to "studying abroad," "leave of absence (studying abroad)" etc. under
university regulations, be sure to complete any and all necessary procedures at the
faculty/graduate school.

Misc. Notes

(1) Regardless of the infectious disease risk level or state of affairs at the destination, be
sure to report all overseas travels according to "Overseas Travel Report Form" as per
the "Notice on Overseas Travel by University Constituents (June 13, 2022)."

(2) As we expect travel to increase in the near future, please review the "Tohoku University
International Exchange Risk Management Manual" published in July 2018 (hereafter,
"RMM") at the URL below and use care regarding student overseas travel procedures
and risk management.

(3) In this notice, "overseas travel by students to locations rated level 2 or higher for
infectious disease risk" refers to risk of COVID-19 infection. If a student plans to travel to
a location rated level 2 or higher for infectious disease risk for a different disease, or
level 2 or higher on any of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs "4 Safety Criteria (Categories),"
please postpone or cancel overseas travel as per the RMM.
